8]. It was accepted as a ‘Working Draft’,

An ISO standard for softproof
certification [ISO 14861]

An entirely new standard relating
to softproof certification was initiated
["Requirements for colour proofing sys-
tems using electronic displays"]. The
first version is based on the IDEAlliance
certification and the FograCert "Soft-
proofing System".

Further development of the offset
standard [ISO 12647-2]

The focus of the discussions was
a proposal by Fogra, the bvdm and
WAN-IFRA for a complete revision, i.e.
a thorough revision of parts 1 to 3 and
an alternative, process independent
['agnostic’] approach to process con-
trol. Currently, there are still opinions
opposed to this in the work group.

Standardization experts at the Printforum in Beijing.

Beginning of the digital production
standard

After much discussion and requests
from the market, it was decided to offi-
cially commence work on a digital pro-
duction standard. Andreas Kraushaar
was appointed to lead the project.
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Media and materials [WG 4]

Laboratory methods for simulating
ghosting in offset printing [ISO WD
12705]

This project based on Fogra research
projects was accepted as a proposed
standard in 2008. In the course of fur-
ther current research projects, Fogra
has investigated new approaches for
the quantitative description of ghosting
effects. These have unfortunately not
yet resulted in success. For this reason
it was decided to turn this projected
standard into a technical report and
to exclusively describe the laboratory
methods for the production of samples
of ghosting.

Ink sets for four colour offset printing
[1SO 2846-1]

This standard came up for regu-
lar review when the paper manufac-
turer Scheufelen announced it was no

longer ready to supply a proofing paper
[APCO II/l] described on the basis of
the standard. This means that either an
equivalent replacement or a revision of
this standard is necessary. Parts of the
US delegation proposed test boards for
the testing of coloured coatings as a
replacement. However, an examination
at Fogra revealed a significantly higher

substrate gloss due to coating by the
supplier, susceptibility to picking and
colourings that differ from APCO with
comparable ink layer thicknesses.

Since, on the one hand there is there
is some desire to use the considerable
stocks of Apco that still exist and, on
the other hand, there is a desire to
increase the variety of test substrates,
a new definition of the colour locations
for the current ink sets on other sub-
strates using measurement condition
M2 of ISO 13655 [colour measurement
with UV filter] appears promising. Fogra
has offered, subject to appropriate
finance, to undertake investigations on
this topic.

Ink sets for four colour gravure [ISO
2846-3] and flexo printing [ISO 2846-5]

Improved colour descriptions have
been announced for both standards.
In the absence of complete data it has,
however, not been able to undertake
any actual work on this subject.

Printability tests [ISO TC 6/SC 2/JWG 39]

A new joint TC 130 and TC 6 [paper]
work group for the development of
printability tests using test printing
devices has now finally been estab-
lished. Work has been undertaken on
the first document relating to the pro-
duction of print specimens with IGT test
printing devices.

Plenary session of ISO TC 130

Besides adopting the resolutions
governing the future direction of the
standardization in the full TC 130, this
year's plenary session prepared for the
introduction of clusters of topics that
have not so far been worked on in the
ISO TC 130.

The possibility of forming a new
work group that would be dedicated
to aspects of print finishing was raised
in connection with this. Appropriate
national standards already exist in Bra-
zil and China and there are a range of
industry guidelines in Switzerland and
Germany that could feed into the cor-
responding new activities. China has
declared itself ready to lead this new
work group and to provide organiza-
tional support for it.
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Another field that will certainly
result in a new work group is the print-
ing of security documents, for which
a Dutch initiative, with the support of
INTERGRAF, the European association of
national printing industry federations, is
seeking to expand an already existing
European management system into an
international standard. Subject to con-
firmation of the project by the countries
participating in TC 130, the Netherlands
will be appointed as the working group
leader and will organize the secretariat.

Sustainability questions and climate
protection are on everybody's lips now-
adays and the printing industry has no
wish to lag behind. It was resolved to
form a work group that will examine
how current methods for determining
C02 emissions from media products can
be standardized and how such a project
might be jointly developed with another
ISO technical committee, TC 207 [envi-
ronment management].

The Committee Draft is to be voted on in
March 2010 and is expected to be pub-
lished in the autumn of 2010 as a FDIS
[FDIS = Final Draft International Stand-
ard]. Part 1 of the future ISO/IEC 24789
describes the demands on cards with
long lifespan requirements and methods
for the conception of the ageing cycles.
The ageing cycles required to demon-
strate compliance with the demands
of part 1 can be put together from the
individual tests in part 2 by agreement
between customers and manufacturers.
